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Editor’sNote: Dramatic clinical improvementsin some cases
of rheumatoid disease have resulted with the use of new resin coated
copper granules. This paper covers the rationale and techniques
of treatment. Copper is considered a trace mineral, and in this
form, it is used as a dietary supplement, as rheumatoid patients
are so often deficient in thismineral. Normal and healthy persons
usually show no reaction to these doses of copper, and no severe
effects or reactions have been reported. Much clinical testing and
follow-up reports must be obtained before the method is recom-
mended for general use.

According to the research by the late Dr. Roger Wyburn-Ma-
son, the cause of rheumatoid arthritis and some other chronic and
rheumatoid diseases may be an amoeba parasite, amoebae Limax
or Naegleria. These organisms, or whatever is eventually proved to
be a cause for these conditions, are sensitive in varying degrees to
various antibiotic substances. [ See " Causation of Rheumatoid Dis-
ease and Many Human Cancers," http://www.arthritistrust.org.]

Basic research has been done which indicates that the caus-
ative agents or rheumatoid diseases are susceptible of being de-
stroyed by minute amounts of pure metallic copper. For example,
even water contaminated with limax amoebae can be cleansed by
running through copper pipe. Since it “is not possible to run a
person thru a pipe of copper,” the copper ion must be given to a
person in another form. While Dr. Wyburn-Mason reported some
success [curing rheumatoid disease] with copper sulfate, lesstoxic
forms have been sought by clinical investigators.[See "Foreward"
http://www.arthritistrust.org.]

It has been found that pure metallic copper can be prepared
and administered in the form of granules in microgram quantities
on an ion exchange resin.” This is successfully used as a nutri-
tional supplement in patients deficient in this element, which ap-
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pears to make them more susceptible to chronic illnesses of the
rheumatoid type.

Copper isan essential trace mineral in human diets, consumed
daily in some foods, and contributes to health in the formation of
new blood cells, thered blood cells and the leukocytes which help
the patient to fight infections.

Some physicians have found that when copper of thistypeis
used in microgram quantities, it is a very conservative treatment,
obtaining therapeutic benefits in ridding the body of toxic para
sites such as amoebae without risking toxic reactions or serious
sideeffects. Of course, aswith any heavy metal, taking too much
copper or for too long a time can produce adverse effects which
can easily be detected and avoided or treated.2

Ceruloplasmin and serum copper levelsareindicatorsfor thera:
peutic and also toxic levels of copper permitting periodic evalua-
tions by the physician. Aswith any method of arthritis treatment,
if effective results are obtained, certain baseline laboratory values,
including a SMAC-24, a CBC, and serum copper levels and ceru-
loplasmin levels must be determined for later reference.

Contraindicationsto thistreatment may be any abnormal neu-
rological signs or symptoms, although some success with this
therapy has been seen in one neurological disease where it seems
that copper deprivation may be afactor.3

The Treatment Program

Thefollowing protocol is utilized in treating patients with ac-
tive rheumatoid disease:

When the patient has signed an informed consent to a new
type of food supplement to correct a probable essential trace min-
eral deficiency, atest amount of the ionic copper granules can be
giveninthe[doctor's] office. Thismay beasfew as5 [granules] or
as many as 20, although 15 is the average amount for a 150 pound
adult male.

Asonebecomesfamiliar with the treatment, a“feeling” of the
proper amount for each patient will develop. Inashort time, clini-
cal judgment will determine the initial dose and the amount to be
increased each day, usually divided into three equal doses, taken
on the tongue and washed down with a half glass or more of water.

Thefirst treatment program will take about six weeks and the
patient should have afavorabl e response, which may be from mod-
eraterelief and improvement of signs and symptomsto acomplete
or permanent remission.

In addition to the copper granules, patients may taketheir cus-
tomary medicine for arthritis discomfort, and a biologically active
nutritional supplement is also used.4

As with al antibiotic therapy, the substance used is usually
given to achieve a specific blood level. For the use of copper asa
nutritional supplement and to build up the natural resistance of the
body to the infective agent, no definite blood levels have been de-
termined. They may be different for different patients. Clinical
observations along with the specific blood levels for the particular
patient will act as a guide should it seem desirable to repeat the
program.

When the therapeutic level of copper in the blood is reached,
then the susceptible microorganisms, whose presence is the prob-
able cause of the disease, are killed by the chemical activity of
copper ions. Thisis an al-encompassing phenomenon, and it af-
fects the entire population of microorganismsin question. But the
killing of the susceptible microorganisms may, and usually does,
result in the production of a Herxheimer reaction. (The patient
may feel that the arthritis is getting worse, or that a flare-up or
aggravation of the disease is occurring. It should be explained to
the patient that thisis an “expected reaction” probably caused by
release of toxic substances from the killed pathogenic organisms,
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or the amoebae in rheumatoid arthritis, and not by live microor-
ganisms of any exacerbation of the disease.)® ["The Herxheimer
Effect,” http://www.arthritistrust.org.]

The extent of the Herxheimer reaction is directly related to
the number of the microorganisms being destroyed, the area of the
body that has been affected by the rheumatoid disease, the rate of
release of toxins from the dead microorganisms and the patient’s
own resistance or sensitivity to foreign proteins.

Rarely, some patients experience a severe reaction appear “re-
ally sick.” But the whole secret of success with thistreatment with
copper granulesisto get the patients past the Herxheimer reaction
with a minimum of discomfort and apprehension about the appar-
ent flare-up of the disease.

Thisisusually best accomplished by getting past the stage of
the reaction as quickly as possible, as opposed to stringing out the
process and prolonging the agony.

Start the patient on whatever level that it appears can be com-
fortably handled. For example: Prescribe an initial dose of 10
granules. Thisisto be taken threetimes aday thefirst day. Then
increase the total dose by 5 granules each day, observing the reac-
tions and tolerance. If this does not provoke a reaction, then in-
crease the daily total by 10 granules per day until the patient is
taking 75 to 80 granules per day. Thislevel ismaintained for 10 to
14 days. Then, the maximum dose is achieved by going to 90
granules a day. Then the Herxheimer reaction should be safely
passed, permitting the patient to take 90 granules 2 times aday for
two weeks, then the lesser dose of 100 granules once aday for two
weeks. Then the copper medication is stopped and the clinical and
laboratory evaluations repeated to judge the state or progress and
recovery of the patient.

The treating physician should expect and look for signs of a
Herxheimer reaction in his patient once the copper granule treat-
ment has been started. 1t may be very mild and immediate, taking
only afew seconds, or it may develop later, several hoursto severa
daysto manifest itself. Sinceit isdueto thekilling of the microor-
ganisms responsible for the disease, it isa clinical confirmation of
the diagnosis of rheumatoid disease as well as an indication that
the patient will benefit for the treatment with improvement or com-
plete recovery.

The reaction to the copper granules is not a drug reaction.
When the granules are given to a control who is a healthy subject,
no Herxheimer reaction occurs.

If the patient has had a treatment with [methotrexate], gold
therapy, penicillamine or cortico-steroids currently or recently, or
for long periods of time, the usual physiological Herxheimer re-
sponsemay beatered. 1n some of these patients, it may be entirely
absent. This probably indicates that the norma immunological
responses of the patient’s body has been altered by these drugs. It
may also indicate an acquired resistance of the pathological organ-
ism responsible for the disease to antibiotic agents.

What should the patient be told to expect in the form of a
Herxheimer reaction? These symptoms may occur in order of their
frequency and severity —

. A dry, “funny” or metallic taste in the mouth.

. Increased aching and pain in the joints.

. Muscle fatigue and a “burning” sensation.

. Loss of appetite, nausea, occasional vomiting.

Diarrhea or constipation, cramping, gas.

. Some tissue or joints swelling, redness, local heat and in-
flammation.

7. Increased muscle and joint stiffness.

8. Low fever and night sweats.

Other rare signs and symptoms may temporarily appear, mim-
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icking other rheumatoid diseases: Skin manifestations, eruptions,
scaling, eczema, and psoriatic appearing lesions. If the organisms
have been lodged in the tissues of the central, peripheral or auto-
nomic nervous systems, there may appear neurological or sensory
symptoms, including the special functions of vision, hearing, taste,
and smell.

Since Rheumatoid diseases are systemic in nature, the endo-
crine tissues seem to have an affinity for the organisms causing the
infection. In the Herxheimer reaction, there may be significant
changes, such as alteration of the menstrual cycle, decreased need
for insulin in diabetes, less thyroid requirement in hypothyroid-
ism, and reduction in the sighs and symptoms of endometriosis.
Headaches are not uncommon, and psychological changes may be
noticed temporarily such as unexplained anger, depression, irrita-
bility, listlessness, fatigue, etc. The patient must be reassured re-
garding these phenomena, and they may be reduced or prevented
by appropriatetreatment. Complete suppression, however, removes
asignificant clinical observation which the physician usesasatreat-
ment guide.

However, in some patients, it may be necessary totreat it or to
suppress the Herxheimer reaction to help the patient get past this
stage of treatment with less discomfort and less physical disability.
This may be done in one of several ways. First, the daily dose of
copper granules may be reduced by one half or more for two or
three days, or until the uncomfortable symptoms subside, then be-
ginning again on a lower level. Second, the medication may be
completely halted for a week or so, then begun with a covering
dose of symptomatic medications. Third, medicationsmay betaken
along with the copper granules without conflict or weakening of
their therapeutic effect. These may include analgesics such as as-
pirin and the non-steroidal anti-inflammatory drugs, muscle rel ax-
antsand antiemetics. Fourth, aninitial dose of depo-steroidal drug
may be administered once aweek until the Herxheimer symptoms
have subsided or are past.6

Then, when the Herxheimer reaction has been suppressed, the
disease should be treated more vigorously, increasing the dose of
the copper granules to 30 granules three times a day and up to 90
granules twice a day for two weeks, then 100 granules once a day
for two weeks. Then the medication— or food supplement — asit
should be considered, is stopped. By thistime, the patient’s body
has been saturated with a high and normal amount of copper suffi-
cient to control the active form of the disease.

The philosophy behind the copper granule use in rheumatoid
disease is to restore normal tissue levels of copper and then in-
crease theseto toleranceto inhibit and kill microorganismsrespon-
siblefor these chronic systemic infections. Whileit will beimpor-
tant to continue research on the nature of these infectious forms,
protozoa, mycoplasmas, or viruses, it is not necessary to identify
the cause to get a good treatment result.

The copper granules permit the patient to be treated at a vari-
ablerate according to his own tolerance to the signs and symptoms
of the Herxheimer reaction. The rate of “kill-off” of the microor-
ganismsisdirectly related to the amount of copper granules used.
Each copper granule will kill a certain amount of susceptible mi-
croorganisms. Ten granuleswill kill tentimesasmany. Fifty gran-
uleswill kill fifty times as much. So the rate at which the patient
can be treated, and his or her disease controlled, is dose related.

No serious reactions have devel oped with thistreatment. There
are no contraindications known to date. And there are no drug
sensitivities or sensitivity problems with copper granules, since it
isanormal physiological trace mineral in the human body.

Conclusions
Metallic copper in pure ionic granules has been successful in
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treating the rheumatoid diseases when used as a dietary supple-
ment and increasing the amounts up to tolerance of the patients to
Herxheimer reaction symptoms. No adverse or metal toxicity re-
actions have occurred to thisform of copper in the amounts recom-
mended. Recovery and improvement inrheumatoid signsand symp-
toms with this new method suggest itsimportance as a new road to
health for the patient.

COPPER THERAPY FOR RHEUMATOID DISEASE

The late Roger Wyburn-Mason of London, England proved
that copper is one of the very best compoundsto kill the Amoebae.
These germs seem to play avery important part in causing or com-
plicating the majority of disease | refer to as the Rheumatoid Dis-
eases. Some of these diseasesinclude Rheumatoid Arthritis, Lupus
Erythematosis, Scleroderma, Periarteritis Nodosa, Dermatomyosi-
tis, Psoriasis, Thyroiditis, Fibrositis, Endometriosis, Erythema
Nodosum, Multiple Sclerosis, Myasthenia Gravis, Crohn’s Disease,
Ulcerative Calitis, some Diabetes and certain forms of Cancer as
well as anumber of other diseases.

The problem in Americais that there are not many medica-
tionsthat will kill the Amoebae effectively. Also somedrugs| pres-
ently useto kill the amoebae do not kill al of the germs adequately.
This is probably due to the fact that certain amoebae seem to be
resistant to the presently used medications. The Rheumatoid Dis-
ease Foundation (of which I am a founding member) is presently
paying for double blind studies on Clotrimazole which is a very
effective drug, but it will be at least a year before available. We
desperately need more effective medications that will rid the body
of those Amoebae that have been resistant to the presently avail-
able drugs.

| have known that when germs or organisms that are more
complex or more highly developed than normal bacteria or com-
monly known germs a akilled in a patient, certain toxins are re-
leased and the body hasto get rid of the dead germs. The Amoebae
which cause Rheumatoid Disease are highly developed and quite
complex as are the germs that cause Syphilis, Leprosy or African
Sleeping Sickness. When any of these diseases are effectively
treated, the organisms are killed and in the process of ridding the
body of the dead germs, these patients can develop numerous flu-
like symptoms called a Herxheimer Reaction. Thisis agood reac-
tion in the sense that the body is getting rid of the dead germs.
These flu-like symptoms may include temporary increase in joint
pains (get worse before getting better), headaches, chilly sensa-
tions, low grade fever, nausea, mild diarrhea, aching all over, skin
crawling sensationsand ageneral feeling of weakness. These symp-
toms are temporary and should encourage a patient to realize that
he is responding to the treatment.

Copper is a substance that very effectively kills the Amoebae
but the problem isthat the only available copper for giving patients
has been in the form of salts such as copper sulfate. These saltsare
poorly absorbed in the intestine and commonly cause severe nau-
seaand vomiting. They are therefore not acceptablein the majority
of patients. Copper Aspirinate however causesthe fewest problems
and is quite effective in most patients.

A new method of getting pure copper into the body has re-
cently been developed which appears to be quite effective in kill-
ing the Amoebae. This form of copper is much more active than
most available salts and since the amount of copper that is effective
isonly 3-4 times the body’s minimum daily requirements of cop-
per, itistotally safe. It is quite effective and easily taken although
it causes a Herxheimer reaction in those patients who are infected
with the Amoebae. It istaken by placing very tiny granules or beads
coated with copper under the tongue for about one minute. The
copper is absorbed directly into the blood stream (in the same way
nitroglycerine for heart patients does) leaving the tiny uncoated
resin granuleswhich can be swallowed or spit out. The Herxheimer
reaction usually beginsin about four to eight hours, but it has been
observed in as little as 10 minutes and as delayed as 3 days, de-
pending on how severely infected with the Amoebae the patient is.
The granules are taken twice daily and are taken until the patient

does not have any more Herxheimer Reaction to the copper. This
usually is six to eight weeks if the patient takes the copper cor-
rectly. When no further Herxheimer Reaction is noted this signifies
that no more Amoebae are being killed and the patient can stop
taking the copper. Patients being treated however, should take the
granulesfor at least six weeks.

For treating most Rheumatoid Diseasesthe patient should start
out by placing 8 granules under the tongue for one minute 3x daily.
If the Herxheimer Reaction istolerable and not severe, the patient
can increase the granules by 2-3 each day (making 8-9 granules 3x
daily) until alevel or number of granulestaken 3x daily is reached
at which the Herxheimer Reaction can be comfortably tolerated.
The dosage should be increased no higher than 75 granules 3x
daily, however. It is very important that the patient increase the
number of granules by 2-3 each day until the tolerated level is
reached. Thiswill rid the body of the Amoebae much faster. Cop-
per in this form is anutrient and not a drug.

In treating Multiple Sclerosis, it is very important to follow a
different method of taking the granules. The Patient with Multiple
Sclerosis should start out by taking only one granule twice daily. |
do not want patients with Multiple Sclerosis to have a severe
Herxheimer Reaction as this could aggravate their condition. The
granules can be slowly increased by adding one granule extratwice
daily until avery mild Herxheimer Reaction is noted. The patient
should continue this dosage daily until the Reaction begins to go
away before increasing the number of granules. If any questions
arise or any problems develop, the patient should contact me im-
mediately.

The beauty about this method of treatment isthat a patient can
regulate the severity of the Herxheimer reaction. A patient should
know that the more severe the reaction is, the more Amoeba are
being killed and the patient’s disease condition should improve
faster. Should a patient require doing something one day in which
the reaction would make that something more difficult, the patient
can simply cut down on the number of granules that day. however
it must be emphasi zed that the patients must increase the daily dos-
age up to the maximum (30 granules twice daily) and get the
Herxheimer Reaction to-get the best results
